HIGH SCHOOL TOURNAMENT RULES 

Specification for High School Standard Facilities 

1. For CIF Team and Individual compelilion, and High School State 
Championship Finals, the minimum height shall be 20 feel. 

2. The entil'e height shall be entirely free of obSIl'uctions over the court aI'ea. 

3. Subject to specific exception, the High School Court Official Chairperson 
may valY 1I1ese requirements. 
3.1 Ground ru les will be enforced for those permanent obstructions 

below 20 feel. 
3.2 All movable obstructions below 20 feet must be removed. 

4. If the COlll't facility does not meet the minimum requirements or approval 
from 1I1e High School Court Official Chair, an appl'Opriate facility or 
neutral site must be used. 

Conduct of Tournaments 

1. A Referee shall be appointed for all sanctioned CIF Tournaments, 
CIF Team and Individual Playoffs. 
1.1 Tile Referee shall be in overall charge of the tournament. 
1.2 Tile Refel'ee 0 1' a deputy sllall always be pl'esent in the facility 

dUI'ing play. 

2. The High School Court Official Cllairman shall appoint the Referee for all 
IIle sanctioned Higll School Tournament and CIF Team and Individual 
Championsh ips. 

3. The appointed Referee shall be assigned from a pool of referees who aI'e 
not affiliatecl Witll schools competing. 

4. The duties of the Referee includes: 
4.1 Ensul'ing IIlat IIle conduct of the tournament is in accordance with 

the Laws of badminton, the Rules of Regulation of CIF, SCBA, USA 
Badminton and other regulations pertinent to the tournament. 

4.2 Overall con tl'Ol of court officials.

Contact the Higll School Court Official Chairperson a minimum of three (3) 
weeks pl'iol' to the event.

CLOTHING REGULATIONS 
In applying the following regulations, the decision of the Referee at each event shall 

be final. Players failing to comply will be asked to change, remove the inappropriate 
articles or default the match. 
1. In order to ensure attractive presentation of badminton, all clothing worn by players 

at high school events shall be acceptable badminton clothing and it is recommended 
that doubles partners wear the same colors. 

2. For the purpose of th ese Regu lations, articl es of cloth ing shall be defined as anyth ing 
worn or carr ied by a player during play, except racket, and including , but not limited 
to, pu llovers, shirts, shorts, ski rts, socks, shoes, headbands, wristbands. 
Caps or viso rs are not allowed. 

3. In all events, Regulation regarding co lor and advertisement apply on ly to clothing 
worn during play. Headbands or wristbands must be of one solid co lor not more 
than 1 inch wide. 

4. Color of players clothing: In all sanct ioned team/individual events, includ ing league 
play each article of clothing may be any co lor or combination as establ ished by the 
team. T-sh irts or co llared shirts with sleeves are required. Tank tops are not allowed. 

5. Design and lettering of clothing 
5.1 Shirts may carry the name, logo or team motto of the school represented. 
5.2 The name of players, school or team motto may be placed on the front and/or 
back of the shirt. 

6. Emblems of advertisements or commercial con tent may be no larger than 10 centi­
meters in height on any clothing. 

7. All shi rts are to be tucked in during play. 
8. All shorts are not to be cut longer than the top of the players knees.

SIMPLE RULES OF BADMINTON 

TO START A GAME 
Toss a coin, shuttle, or spin the racket. The winner has a choice of 
(1) to serve or receive; (2) end. 

POSITION ON COURT AT THE START OF THE GAME 
Server stands inside service cou rt on the righ t side (facing the net). 
Receiver stands inside service cou rt on the opposite right side 
(facing the net). Partners may stand anywhere on either side pro­
vid ing they do not block the view of the receiver. 

POSITION OF THE SERVER 
SINGLES - If server's score is even (0,2,4, etc.), se'rver is on right 
side. If server's score is odd (1,3,5, etc.) , server is on left side . 
DOUBLES - When a team's score is even, that team is in thei r 
starting positions; when team's score is odd, reverse positions. 

TO START THE PLAY 
The server on the right side serves to the receiver on the opposite 
righ t side. The receiver must not move unti l the server hits the 
shuttle. 

SERVER MUST: 
1. Keep part of both feet in a stationary position on the floor 

(cannot walk in to the serve). 
2. Hit the base of the shuttle first. 
3. Hit the shuttle below the server's waist. 
4. Hit the shuttle with all of the racket's head clearlv below 

the hand that holds the racket. 
5. Have the racket move continuosly forward (no fake al lowed). 

DURING PLAY 
SINGLES - If the server wins the rally, he scores a point, changes 
service court side, and continues to serve. If he loses, his opponent 
serves and no point is scored . 
DOUBLES - If the team serving wins the rally, a point is scored, the 
server switches service court position and continuos to serve. If they 
lose the rally, the partner serves from the other side and no point is 
scored. After the team serving loses two rallies, the serve goes to 
the opponents. 
NOTE: At the start of the game in doubles, the side which begins the 

serve has only one serve . 

SERVER OR RECEIVER ON WRONG SIDE 
Playa let if the person who made the mistake wins the rally and it 
is discovered before the next se rvice. 
The score stands if the person who made the mistake loses the ra lly, 
in wh ich case, the players wil l remain on the "wrong" side. 
If the next serve has been made, the score stands and the players 
remain on th e "wrong" side. 

TAKE A "LET" IF: 
1. the server or receiver is on the wrong side and wins the rally. 
2. there is outside interference (shuttle from another courts lands 

on or near the playing area). 
3. the shuttle goes over the net, catches and stays on or in the 

opposite side of the net (except on the serve). 

FAULTS 
1. Shuttle lands outside the court boundaries (head of the shuttle 

landing on the line is a good shot). 
2. Racket or clothing touches the net while the shuttle is in play. 
3. Player reaches over and hits the shuttle on the opposite side 

of the net (when it is hit on player's side, follow-through over 
the net is legal). 

4. Shuttle is clearly carr ied on the racket and thrown over. 
5. Shuttle hit with two strokes by one side (two hi ts on one stroke 

is legal). 
6. Shuttle hits the player, player's cloth ing, ceiling, or the 

surrounding court area. 
7. Interfering with the shuttle, misconduct, or stalling after one 

warning (penalty-lose serve or give opponents a point) 
8. Receiver's partner hits the service. 
9. Server swings and misses the shuttle. 

SHUTTLE IS IN PLAY 
From the time it hi ts the server 's racket unti l it: 

1. hits the floor. 
2. hi ts the ceiling, or outside the court area. 
3. hits person or clothing . 
4. hi ts net on hi tter's side and starts to drop on hitter's side. 

NOTE: A shuttle hitting the net on the serve and going serve, 
provided the shutt le lands in the service court. 



END OF GAME 
For ladies' singles, the first one to make 11 points wins. 
At 9-all , the first player to reach 9 has the option to set or not to set. 
No set means playing to 11. Set means the score goes back to 
love-all , and the first to get three points, wins. 
If play cont inues without set and the players reach a score of lO-all , 
the first player to reach 10 has the option to set or not to set. If the 
game is set, the score goes to love-all, and the first to get two points , 
wins. 
All other games are 15 points. 
At 13-all, set is 5, and at 14-all , set is 3. If the game is not set at 
13-all, it may be set at 14-all. A match is two out of three games. 
The winner of the first game serves first from the other end in the 
new game. The winner of the second game in a three-game match 
changes ends and serves. 
In the third game, the players change ends and continue serving at 
six (6) in ladies' singles and eight (8) in all other games. 
(5 minute breaks are allowed between the second and third games).
